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Notes

1) Supporting steelwork and anchor bolts to be designed and furnished by others.

2) Al supporting steel must be level at top.

3) Beams should be selected in accordance with accepted structural practice, maximum deflection of beam under unit to be 1/360 of
span, not to exceed 1/2 inch.

4) Supporting steel will be greater than or equal to the length of the basin.

5) Each beam should be designed, as a minimum, for 65% of the total unit operating weight applied as a uniformly distributed load.
6) Do not use this drawing to size point vibration isolators. See your BAC Representative for details.

7) Al Dimensions are in feet and inches. All weights are in pounds.

8) Weights include all of the options and accessories.
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
